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Interior and the Nine Altars

The eastern transept is known as the chapel of the nine altars. Owing to
the rapid growth of the order the need for increase was felt in nearlv all
Cistercian churches, and led to enlargement of the presbyteries, but this
precise method of enlargement is peculiar to Fountains. The chapel is
117 feet in length, and is divided by two arcades which were in a line
with those of the presbytery.

The pillars, about 50 feet high are octagonal, and were surrounded by
eight marble shafts. The arches of the arcades are the work of Darnton,
who probably found the church in a state of bad repair. He took down
the stone vaults of this chapel and the presbvterv and the upper part of
the arch between them, and replaced them by an open roof of wood.
You can still see the horizontal wall courses of the springers of the vaults

which he left after he had removed the mouldings.

In 1236, a mosaic floor was laid in the east end, in the Chapel of the
Nine Altars and the presbytery; this may represent the earliest use of
such tiles in the North of England. Surviving fragments have been reset
before the site of the High Altar
