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The conference was attended by 100 delegates. 25 papers, 6 workshops and 1 poster were presented.

On the first day the conference was opened by Dr. Robert Aylett, Acting Interim Vice-Chancellor. This was followed by the welcome address by Tözün Issa the Director of the Centre for multilingualism in Education. Dr. Issa gave a summary of the activities of the centre and introduced the conference programme.

The first keynote was delivered by Prof. Gerhard Bach from the University of Bremen. In his keynote entitled Multilingual Identities: Learners and teachers’ awareness of Difference, Prof. Bach talked about how educational practices have changed worldwide to become more pluringual and multicultural. Through practical examples he showed how pluralistic approaches to teaching can help enhance children’s linguistic and social identities.
Prof. Bach’s keynote speech was followed by the Parallel sessions.
After lunch the second keynote speech titled Language: Meaning Identity, loss and gain was delivered by Yasmin- Alibhai Brown. She talked about the importance of maintaining multicultural and multilingual character of our present day society by drawing examples from her own linguistic experiences in Kenya. The keynote speech was followed by second Parallel sessions.
The second day of the conference was opened by Dr. Raymonde Sneddon of the University of East London. Dr. Sneddon’s keynote Multiliteracy: Children’s Journeys in Home, school and Community explored how bringing together research policy and practice in the areas of multi-literacy language and identity, complementary schooling and language pedagogy can make multilingualism meaningful in the everyday life of individual children.
The keynote was followed by workshops sessions. A total of 6 workshops were attended by the delegates. 

The fourth and the last keynote of the conference was delivered by Prof. Jim Cummins of University of Ontario. Prof. Cummins’ keynote Multilingualism and Equity explored how utilising children’s linguistic and cultural experiences significantly affect academic achievement and has positive impact on children’s cultural identity and emotional development.
