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The Centre for Multilingualism in the Faculty of Humanities, Art, Languages and Education and The Cyprus Studies Centre, London Metropolitan University in collaboration with the Centre for Language, Discourse & Communication, King’s College London and Institute of Education, University of London organised a colloquium titled Cyprus Colloquium: Discourse and Education in the Process of Reconciliation.

The Colloquium aimed to contribute to the ongoing debate and dialogue between the two communities on the concept of as well as the potential for reconciliation and cooperation in Cyprus today. The colloquium was timely particularly in the current positive climate of the negotiations, which provided opportunities for academics, researchers and activists on both sides to devise constructive formulas for a public engagement on the Cypriot route to reconciliation, peace and reunification. The colloquium stressed the role of education as having a particular importance in this respect, paving the way for innovative work that will contribute to the development of a public atmosphere and social dynamics to establish a constructive inter-communal engagement.

The following themes were explored in the colloquium:

· Space, Remembrance and Community Relations
· Discourses and Practices in Education
· Language Education and Reconciliation

The colloquium was well attended with over 35 attendees.
