 OUTLINE DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL CATEGORIES
PAPERS AND POSTERS 
Papers and posters should be of an equally high quality, but are different forms of presentation. Both papers and posters will be submitted to the same refereeing process. The choice between the two modes of presentation should depend on the most effective and informative way of communicating the scientific content of the proposal. The Committee reserves the right to place proposals for papers and posters in either category in consultation with the reviewers.

Papers describe original work; either completed research, which has given rise to substantial results, or the development of significant new methodologies, or rigorous theoretical, speculative or critical discussions in the field of multilingualism. Individual papers will be allocated 40 minutes (30 minutes for presentation and 10 minutes for questions). The time limit will be strictly adhered to, in order to allow movement between sessions.  

A poster is a more suitable way of presenting late-breaking results, work in progress, fieldwork, or when large amounts of data need to be displayed. Poster presenters have the opportunity to exchange ideas one-on-one with attendees and to discuss their work in detail. Each presenter will be provided with 120 x 90 cm of board space (portrait). They may also provide handouts with examples or more detailed information. Poster presentations are less formal and more interactive than a paper presentation. 

Guidelines for submitting a proposal for a paper or a poster presentation

Proposals for a paper or for a poster have to be submitted under 'Paper/Poster submission' on this site (maximum 250 words).
After having submitted your abstract, you will receive a notification of the receipt of your proposal. 

PowerPoint and a data projector will be available in each room. 

PAPER PROPOSAL – (250 words maximum)
What to include: 
·  Title of the project

·  Summary of the project: what you have set out to do, how you have done it, the  

   key findings and results

· An Introduction: clear statement of the problem that you are addressing, the  

   characteristics that you are trying to discover or the proofs that you are trying to
  establish. These should then lead to declarations of project aims and objectives.

· Theory or Methodology: the basis of the technique that you are using or the
   procedure that you have adopted in your study; state and justify any assumptions. 

· Results section: show illustrative examples of the main results of the work

· Conclusion section, listing the main findings of your investigation, and Further
 Work: recommendations and thoughts about how the work could be progressed; 
 other tests that could be applied, etc.
Papers can be presented individually or collaboratively around a central theme

POSTER PROPOSAL  (250 words maximum)
What to include: 
· a title of the project 

· an Introduction: project aims and objectives 

· Theory or Methodology: the basis of the technique that you are using or the 
   procedure that you have adopted in your study; 

· Results /Progress section: show illustrative examples of the main results of the   
   work OR progress made so far

· Conclusion section, listing the main findings of your investigation, and Further  
· Work: recommendations and thoughts about how the work could be progressed;
 other tests that could be applied, etc

After having submitted your abstract, you will receive a notification of the receipt of your proposal.
