· Develop an awareness of the most common copyediting pitfalls (e.g. typographical, syntactic, and lexical) in the language combinations offered.



	Course Structure
	Using a host of exercises and practical examples, the course will focus on the authentic needs of translators with regards to proof reading, editing and revising.

The introductory session will be common to all participants, and it will provide them with an overview of the concepts of editing, proof reading and revising.

Language specific sessions will provide participants with ample opportunities to practice their skills in the Target Language. This will be achieved through interactive and practical exercises and short presentations.

Participants will also be provided with a list of useful resources to improve their proof reading, editing and revising skills in their language combination.
