You will be given a checklist to start your day and check at intervals throughout the day to ensure that your voice and speech are clear.  The course will show you how to look after your voice through the various jobs and sometimes long hours required of interpreters and translators.  It is useful for translators who use voice activated software.  It will help increase your income by giving you the ability to have clearer speech and a wider vocal profile – this in itself will cut down on the errors made on voice activated software.  You will learn how to manage the breath you require for interpreting and therefore discourage any inclination to hang on to your breath, while waiting for the next word or phrase.  We will be covering how to counteract the effects of negative environments on the voice:  long flights, air conditioning, dusty courtrooms, airless conference rooms.  You will be learning how the Alexander technique can be a great way to relax after a hard day at work and the good posture and alignment it encourages is a big energy saver and a must for a released and easy vocal tone.
