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Who is it for? 

This course is for registered pharmacists who are and will be involved in frontline management of patients with a variety of conditions. It is especially relevant for pharmacists with specialist roles working across both acute and primary care.

The Course

This innovative and inter-professional course has been developed in partnership with pharmacists, local providers and the University. Study will be undertaken alongside senior nurses and midwives.

This is the first London based programme to achieve Royal Pharmaceutical Society accreditation and the first non-pharmacy school in the country be accredited. On completion pharmacists will have their qualification recorded with the RPSGB.

Course Content

· History taking and diagnostic techniques;

· The principles of good prescribing including prescribing for various client groups;

· Professional and legal aspects, risk management and evidence-based practice;

· Reflective practice

· Compulsory practice component to develop competencies.

Assessment

The course involves both academic and practice based assessments leading to 30 credits at level 3. All students are required to have a practice supporter and the support of their workplace to meet the course requirements. 

Course delivery 

Attendance is based over a 3 month period and consists of 27 days University attendance, plus ½ day for examination and 13 days practice placement.
