Requirements:

(     Choose a song from your CD collection and load it into Peak.

(     Listen to the song and make notes about sections you can extract and use to re-arrange the song. 

(     Aim at arranging a song, which has a musical structure (e.g. intro – verse – chorus verse – chorus – outro), but do not repeat the same structure of the original song.

(     Use markers, loops and regions to identify and extract desired sections making sure they are seamless (i.e. no clicks should be heard between regions).

(     Apply DSP (at least 3 different processors) to add interest and creativity to the song.

(     Use the Play list to compile a song, which is 2 minutes exactly in length.

Hand-in Format: 
2 CDs: 

(     CD 1: this is a DATA CD, which has to contain the Peak Document and the Play list with all editing done.

(     CD 2: this is an AUDIO CD, which has to contain two tracks (1 = Original Song, 2 = Re-arranged song), playable on any ordinary CD player. Audio file format has to be AIFF or WAV.
