Aims of the course

The Certificate is a 60-credit introductory course for graduates with insufficient or no
prior study of psychology at degree level. Satisfactory completion of the Certificate
allows entry to the one-year full-time equivalent Conversion Diploma. Graduates with
at least 60 credits of appropriate psychology at degree level can apply directly for a
place on the Conversion Diploma course.

The Certificate may be studied full-time over one
semester starting in February or part-time over one
year starting late September

As a Certificate student you will study the core areas of psychology at an introductory
level.You will take four 15-credit units in biological, cognitive, developmental, personal
and social psychology plus a short research methods course at the end of the
academic year in mid-September.

Entry Requirements

Applicants are expected to have a good honours degree from a UK institution or an
equivalent award from an overseas institution. Prior study of psychology is not
necessary but mathematics grade C at GCSE, or an equivalent qualification, is required.
If you have studied psychology at degree level you may be eligible for credits and a
reduced programme. However, the minimum period of study for the Conversion
Diploma and GBR is the equivalent of one year full-time.

Applicants must have a good standard of spoken and written English. The minimum
requirement is one of the following:

■ IELTS 6.5 minimum with a minimum score of 6 in all components

■ TOEFL (old examination) 630 minimum

■ TOEFL (new examination) 267 minimum

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Graduate Conversion Diploma in Psychology

Aims of the course

The Conversion Diploma is designed specifically for graduates who wish to become
professional psychologists. The programme provides a thorough training in core
psychology while providing an opportunity for students to pursue their particular
interest. The course has British Psychological Society (BPS) accreditation for the
Graduate Basis for Registration (GBR). The latter is essential because GBR is a necessary
prerequisite for entry to postgraduate courses in the professional areas of psychology
and for subsequent registration as a Chartered Psychologist.

Applicants with appropriate degree level psychology equivalent to 60 credits may
complete the Graduate Conversion Diploma in Psychology and obtain GBR following
one year of full-time or two years of part-time study.

Course Structure

As a diploma student you will study at advanced level the core areas of psychology
that are required for GBR: biological, cognitive, developmental, personal and social
psychology plus research methods and an independent empirical research project. In
addition you will be able to select an advanced option in an area of particular interest.

*Designate units: Diploma students take the unit, “Individual Differences” in either the
Autumn or Spring Semester and one other unit chosen from a list of advanced units
drawn from specialist applied areas such as Abnormal (Clinical) Psychology, Atypical
Development, Cognitive Psychology, Health Psychology and Work (Occupational)
Psychology. Students may be able to choose an advanced academic unit instead of an
applied option.

Dissertation

All students are required to conduct an independent empirical research study (project)
as part of the final semester unit Empirical Study. An academic member of staff will
supervise your project and you will have access to the Department's modern research
facilities, its extensive stock of test materials and technical support ranging from
customised computer programmes to purpose-built electronic and mechanical devices.

Entry requirements

Applicants must either have satisfactorily completed the Graduate Certificate in
Psychology or have at least 60 credits of appropriate psychology at degree level. If you
have studied psychology at degree level you may be eligible for credits and a reduced
programme. However, the minimum period of study for the Conversion Diploma and
GBR is the equivalent of one year full-time.

Applicants must have a good standard of spoken and written English. The minimum
requirement is one of the following:

■ IELTS 6.5 minimum with a minimum score of 6 in all components
