Who is the course designed for?

The CllI course is designed to enable you to achieve the Advanced
Diploma in Insurance (ACIl) — the prestigious award of the Chartered
Institute in three semesters. The full-time course will suit you if you are,
or expect to be, a manager in an insurance organisation; the part-time
course if you are employed in the insurance industry.

Course structure

The Certificate in Insurance is gained by accumulating 40 credits gained
by passing the ‘IF" modules of the CIl examinations. The Diploma is
gained by accumulating 110 credits. At least 70 credits must be from
Diploma and Advanced Diploma courses of which at least 30 must be
from the Advanced Diploma courses (numbered from 510 upwards) and
up to 40 must be from the Diploma courses (numbers commencing
with a ‘P’). The Advanced Diploma is gained by accumulating 290 credits
of which 180 must be from the Advanced Diploma courses (numbered
from 510 upwards).

Course times

Classes run from 10am-4pm for the full-time course and 5.30pm-
7.30pm (17 sessions) for the part-time course. The full-time course runs
over three semesters, you can begin in any semester. To obtain the
Advanced Diploma, you need to obtain 290 points from the ClI
curriculum. We provide a ‘pathway’ to this total, comprising the
Certificate, Diploma and Advanced Diploma subjects planned over three
semesters.

You will need to plan which subjects you take in each of the three
semesters in order to complete the course as it is not possible to study
all the subjects designated in one semester.
